The students have been practicing these concepts all semester long during this daily lesson. They have been continually practicing and building their skills in this area for many weeks.

	Step-by-Step Anticipatory Set/Orientation

Technology used to create and enhance the introduction to this lesson:  Smart Board
      EL: Special Needs Adaptations: working with a partner
Begin by telling the students that today they will continue working on syllabication, elements of letter writing, and compound words. 

Then, the teacher will begin by reviewing the directions for the daily activity (the students use this workbook daily and understand the format quite well). 

Using the Smart Board, the teacher will project the page for the day and show the students the questions they will be answering. They will quickly discuss how the questions are very similar to the questions they answered yesterday. This will remind the students that they practiced the same content the day before. If needed, have them flip backwards in their book to look at their answers from yesterday to refresh their memory.




THROUGH

	Step-by-Step Modeling/Presentation of the Objective
The  teacher will model by reading the first question. Then, the teacher will call on a student who will try to give their best answer. As a class, they will discuss the student’s answer. Depending on the answer, the teacher will lead the class in a discussion about why the answer is correct, or why there is a better (more correct) answer. 
After reviewing the directions and expectation for the lesson, the teacher will pair the students. The teachers will explain that they may work quietly with their partner to complete the worksheet. They may use the examples from yesterday’s worksheet to help them. As they work, the teacher will circulate the room to check on progress. 



BEYOND

	Independent Practice/Summative Assessment of Each Student’s Performance 
After most students have completed their worksheets, they teacher will call the students attention to the SmartBoard. The teacher will explain that they will be correcting their daily work as a class, as they do everyday. 

Next, the teacher will begin calling on students one at a time to ask what answer they have for a question. To check for understanding, the teacher will occasionally have all students raise a “thumbs up” or “thumbs down” to see if students agree with an answer. If many students seem confused and do not raise a thumb up for a correct answer, the teacher will spend extra time explaining the question and answer.

Reflection:

Overall, the lesson went fairly well. The students were a little talkative, but I did my best to keep the class under control and gain attention back when needed. I mostly relied on the bell, because that is what Mrs. Welte uses most often (therefore the students understand what it means). However, sometimes, they do not respond well to the bell. I think they hear it so often that they can easily ignore it. In the future I will try to employ other tactics as well such as rhythmic clapping or a phrase. This can be tricky, because I will have to find time to practice this with the students in order for them to understand these procedures. I will need to discuss this with Mrs. Welte as well. 

As we reviewed answers as a class, it was evident that most students were comprehending the material quite well.  Having students raise a 
thumbs up” was a good way to quickly see if the whole class was engaged and if they were able to find the correct answer. 
Even with a bit of chatter, we were able to complete the lesson a bit early. I decided to fill the time by moving onto the next activity in Mrs. Welte’s plans. She had decided to have the students re-read the story they have been reading in their literature books for the past two weeks. Mrs. Welte has had the students “popcorn” read this story about eight times in the past two weeks. Since they had read this story in the same manner so many times, I decided to read it differently. I asked the students to “echo read” with me (I read a line, and then all students repeat what I have read as a group). I believed this would engage students much better than Mrs. Welte’s usual reading strategy, and that it was also help develop oral reading skills in all students. As we read I circulated the room to keep students engaged. Some get distracted because they know the story so well and have read it so many times. If I had a choice, I would have considered reading a new story to the students to prevent monotony.  However, I did the best I could while respecting Mrs. Welte’s wishes. 
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
