ADAPTATIONS FOR LEARNERS
	MODIFICATIONS FOR ELs
· This lesson is modified for EL students through the use of pictures in the mystery bag, three corners, and PowerPoint. The last slide of the PowerPoint is also created to enhance EL’s understanding by providing clues and color coding. The partner element of the three corners activity is also designed to assist EL’s. 

· If students are unable to write, they may modify the lesson by drawing an image for the first three pages of the book as well.
	RATIONALE

· These modifications are helpful because they do not require students to read by themselves. The color-coding provides assistance as students categorize information they learned. The slide is a visual reminder and helps students who are struggling. Using partners and groups throughout the lesson lowers the affective filter by providing the students with someone to assist with reading. Throughout the lesson the element of discussion helps facilitate the students English language development and communication skills.

INTO, THROUGH, and BEYOND

	INTO
 
 •Review previous material

•State objectives

· Tell students that they are all going to get a mystery bag picture that will give them a clue to today’s lesson.

· Instruct the students to take one picture from the envelope they will be given, and pass it to the next person at the able.

· Look at your picture and make a guess about what our topic is. Then share your picture with your group and look at the other student’s pictures that are at your table.

· As a group, make a guess about the lesson topic.

· The teacher will give students a short amount of time to discuss, and then will ask each group to share their guess.

· Then, the teacher will tell the students that today they will be learning about the pilgrims and the Mayflower, and what life was like on the Mayflower. We will learn about what they ate, did for fun, and packed to go on the Mayflower by viewing a fun slideshow. At the end of the lesson, they will be writing their very own books about what their life would be like if they were a pilgrim on the Mayflower.

	RATIONALE

 
· This activity introduces the topic in a fun, engaging way, and helps build excitement about the topic. The students who do not read well are aided by pictures, and the kinesthetic learners benefit from having their own picture to hold and touch.
· Defining the objective of the lesson and giving a brief overview of what they will be able to do when the lesson is over helps set expectations and give the students a “roadmap” of the lesson. It also lowers the affective filter for students who like to know what is going to happen in advance.
	 REFLECTION
The mystery bag activity went well overall. The students seemed engaged and correctly identified the topic of the lesson.

Providing a quick roadmap of the lesson seemed to be helpful and allow students to quickly see what the lesson was about. I think I gave enough information in first-grade friendly language to not overwhelm them, but simply inform them about what they would be doing.

	THROUGH
 •Present new material

•Guided practice

 Review periodically


· The teacher will show the PowerPoint and read the content aloud.

· The teacher will briefly explain how “numbered heads together” is played. Each group will be given slips of paper with A, B, C, and D written on them. The teacher will read the question on the slide aloud. As a group, they will decide on the best choice for their answer, and hold up their choice when the teacher instructs them to. 

· Next, the teacher will explain how to play “three corners”.  Show the students the three different pictures placed in different corners of the room (what pilgrims ate, did for fun, and packed). Tell the students that they will each be given a partner and a picture that belongs in one of the three categories. With their partner, they will decide which category their picture belongs in, and go stand in the corner with that picture.

· The students will participate in the three corners activity while the teacher guides and monitors.

· After each group has found a corner, each group will say aloud what their picture is. The class will give a “thumbs up” if they think they have chosen the right category, and a thumbs down if they are in the wrong category. 
 
	RATIONALE

 
· The powerpoint incorporates technology and has many pictures to aid students understanding of the content. Reading it aloud as students follow along makes this a shared reading experience.
· Numbered heads together is a collaborative activity that allows the students to discuss what they have just learned and show their understanding in a concrete way. It also gives the teacher a chance to re-teach any elements that are unclear to students. 
· The three corners activity gives students a chance to move out of their seats and stretch their legs, which is good for students who struggle to sit still for long periods of time. It also provides another chance to work with the content they just learned and demonstrate their understanding. Once again, the pictures aid in students understanding of the topic as well as assisting visual learners and EL students.
· Having each team share their picture and deciding asking the students to give a hand signal is they believe they are in the correct category gives another chance for the teacher to assess students, and the students to review the material. The hand signals is also good for kinesthetic learners and helps keep the whole class engaged and involved. Using partners is beneficial to students because it is a new activity for them, and having a partner helps students feel more comfortable.
	 REFLECTION
The students all were quite engaged in the content on my slideshow. The pictures seemed to help bring the content alive and aid in comprehension.

The numbered heads together activity could have been modeled and explained in much clearer terms. The students did not quite understand the objective of the activity, and therefore, a few disagreements and misunderstandings occurred that disrupted the class. I agree with Professor Beltran, and next time will model with a group how to whisper and put our heads together, and explicitly demonstrate how to play this activity. Although this activity did not go as well as planned, most groups did come to the correct answer in the end and appeared to enjoy it by their enthusiastic, “silent cheers”.

I was surprisingly pleased with the outcome of the next activity. Looking back, I possibly could have modeled a bi better. However, students all understood how to complete the activity very quickly and were on task the entire time. I was pleased to see them to engaged and focused on the content and task. I think they all enjoyed a chance to move out of their seats, as they aren’t usually given a chance to do so. All groups quickly found their correct categories and worked together very well. It was a great tool for both assessment and collaboration. 



	BEYOND
 
 • Independent practice

•Review periodically


· The teacher will pass out the book templates and explain each page.
· Then, the teacher will point out that each page is color-coded. The teacher will remind the students that the image on the PowerPoint that is on the screen is also color-coded. Show the students that they can use this to help them find ideas to write if they need help.

· As the students work on their books, the teacher will assess and provide assistance as needed.


	RATIONALE

 
· Explaining and reading each page aloud benefits those who struggle to read.
· The color-coding is wonderful for visual learners, EL students, and those who need extra guidance. It helps provide clues for the students and keep information organized.
· Assessing the students and providing help when needed allows the teacher to check for understanding and re-teach any elements of the lesson that the students are struggling with. 
	 REFLECTION
This part of the lesson did not go very well. Unfortunately, I did not have the books adequately prepared, which greatly interrupted the flow and objective of the lesson.  The focus of the lesson became cutting and gluing pages correctly instead of learning about pilgrims. If I had prepared the books ahead of time, I would have enabled the students to complete much more of the project before the lesson had to end. The students had not even begun writing yet when the bell rang and we had to conclude the lesson.  Next time I will be prepared with the templates in order to keep the lesson focused and not fail my students.
