	MODIFICATIONS FOR Special Challenges
· ADHD: Pictorial and written clues of each step will be included at each station to assist students who need extra help and direction.

· Students will processing disabilities be given a timeline showing what order their will visit the centers in. 

· ADD: The teacher will show a visual timer as a cue for students to know how much time they have.
	RATIONALE

· This modification gives ADHD students visual clues to what each step of the activity is, and helps lower the affective filter.  This is especially helpful for students who so not do well with verbal cues and written language, or who have trouble reading.

· This modification helps lower the affective filter for students who need structure and want to feel prepared.

· This helps students who have trouble managing time well and helps keep them on track visually.

INTO, THROUGH, and BEYOND

	INTO
*Hook *Question/Problem to Solve * Tapping into Prior Knowledge
 “Hook” (1 minute)
 Begin the lesson by telling students that they have an important decision to make today. Their question for today’s lesson is “Would you rather be a Wampanoag Native American, or a Glendoran?” We will be learning all about what a Wampanoag person’s life is like, and you will vote to decide if you would rather be a Glendoran or a Wampanoag. 
The teacher will pass out graphic organizers and have the students attach it to a clipboard.   Each student make a hypothesis, or prediction, about what their final decision will be at the end of the lesson.

“Tapping into P.K” 

(30 sec. “Think Time”)
Ask the students to think about things that they do as a Glendoran. Students will brainstorm daily activities they do as a Glendoran, thinking specifically about the clothes, chores, games, and school. 
“Round Table”

(10 min total)
 Each group is given one of the four categories. They are asked to each say one idea out loud, and then move on to the next person in the circle. Remind them they do not write anything down. Assign a specific role for each student (see below). Tell the students the sound signal for “stop”
Designate roles:

 1- Make sure everyone in the group gets a chance to talk

2- Make sure group does not get too noisy

3-  Remember at least two of your group members answers to tell whisper to teammates  5 and 6 when it is time to share with the class
4-  Share 2-3 of your group’s answers with the class
5-  Share 2-3 of your group’s answers with the class
Next, the team member(s) from each group who were responsible for sharing 2 answers with the class will be recorded on the chart.
Student will then use ideas from the chart to fill out the Glendoran side with at least 2 statements, words, or pictures in each of the four categories (chores, games, schooling, and clothes). Tell the students that they will complete the rest of the chart at each activity center when they experience life as a Wampanoag person.

	RATIONALE

 
This question builds excitement by posing a question that is specific. This will help the students understand the “big picture” of the lesson as well, and what the lesson will lead to.

This allows the students to make a prediction that they can compare to their final decision. 
Students are given a chance to tap into their prior knowledge of what they do as a person living in Glendora in the year 2014. This prepares them to later answer the question that was posed at the beginning of the lesson, and will provide contrast to what they will learn about the Wampanoag. 

This activity allows students to share ideas with small groups.  Since all students are all given a chance to write and share their opinions, more can be shared than if the teacher had only called on a few students to share ides.

The assigned roles keep the groups organized and prevent arguments. Assigning each group a category helps narrow options and keep students focused. 
The chart will have each category and will help give the students ideas for what the place in the graphic organizer.
This graphic organizer will prepare students to have data to analyze to make their final decision about the question posed at the start of the lesson. It will also help them organize their data at each station. 
	 REFLECTION
This question did get the students excited and motivated to learn. I think the question was perfect for grabbing their attention.

Students were able to decide very quickly which one they would prefer. I was pleased that they were excited to write their ideas down.

Although I had hoped this would work well, I believe it took too much time considering we only had forty-five minutes. I only had forty If the students worked in cooperative groups regularly, it would have been much faster and smoother. However, assigning the roles did provide structure and prevent arguments, which I was thankful for. Their conversations were on topic and ideas were being shared. Overall, I felt rushed and was not able to use the activity exactly as I would have liked to had I been teaching in my own classroom.
This strategy did allow is to get ideas for the students and provide help as they completed their graphic organizers. 

Many students used the ideas provided, but many also choose to use other ideas. I think I was a helpful tool to have a few ideas written for the students who had trouble thinking of an example for certain categories. Overall, the students did this with ease and their answers were all showing great comprehension.

Explain Procedure
(4-5 min) 

The teacher will tell the students that they will now be experiencing life as a Wampanoag, and forming their answer about whether or not they would like to be one. 
The teacher will quickly review what the students will do at each center, tell them how long they will have at each center, and review the signal and procedure for changing stations.  They will also be reminded to fill in the graphic organizer with at least 2 things they learn as they visit each center.

Visit Centers

(5 min each center/1 min. transitions = approx. 30 min)

Students will be divided into four groups of about 6 students each. Each group will have approximately 5-8 minutes at each center.

Activity Centers:
· Chores (Corn planting w/ goldfish)
· Schooling (Arrow shooting practice with mini popsicle stick bow and q-tip)
· Clothing (Deerskin pouch making) 
· Fun (play with toss and catch and game)
 
	RATIONALE

 
Previewing each center will help students as they transition to each activity.  This helps lower the affective filter by preparing students and answering questions they may be worried about such as how to change stations or what they are doing at each station.  In addition, it serves as a reminder for students to fill in their data charts at each center.

These centers will give students hands-on experience of what life was like as a Wampanoag. The information that they learn and what they experience will be their data as they prepare to answer the question that is leading the lesson.
	 REFLECTION
I am not sure if I gave a clear enough explanation for each center. I chose to explain them verbally and ask the students to simply turn to the back to look at the two centers in the class, and described what they would do outside briefly. I didn’t want to give away too much information, but more information may have been beneficial. In the future I will also have a sample of each activity or the materials to show students in order to provide more information and help the centers run more smoothly. 

Overall the centers went well. Students were engaged in the centers that I was overseeing. One small issue was that some students were coming back from a speech class and didn’t have a group. Since they missed the opening of the lesson, they were a little lost and had trouble staying with the correct group when changing centers. I am not sure how I could have helped more with this issue. As I checked over student’s answers, it was evident that they were collecting wonderful data and learning a lot. Some students did want to draw a small sketch of what they learned instead of writing, which I permitted.  I was pleased to see that those students were accurately sketching a quick picture of what they learned. I asked them to mix in a bit of writing when they could, and they did so very well! I was very pleased with student’s progress and their graphic organizers.

	BEYOND
*Independent practice

*Summative Assessment

 (8-9 min)
Students will gather together and quickly share a few ideas about how life was different as a Wampanoag in groups for 2 minutes (The teacher will project a 2 minute timer on the Smartboard for students to see). They will be given a minute of “think time” to make their final decision about if they would rather be a Wampanoag or a Glendoran. The teacher will model how to fill out the final portion of the graphic organizer as an example. The students will then individually fill out the final portion of their graphic organizer (I would rather be a ________ because _____________. 
(5 min)

Next, the students will be shown an empty graph on a piece of chart paper. They will be instructed to place a post it note under the category of their final choice, one group at a time. After completing the graph, students will quickly color in their own graph. 

(4-5 min)

As a class, we will ask and answer questions about the graph such as, “Which category has the most votes?” “Which category has the least votes?” “How many votes more does this category have?”

 

	RATIONALE

 
Sharing ideas with a group lowers the affective filter by eliminating stress of talking in large groups. It also allows for more ideas to be shared in less time. “Think time” gives students extra time to process information. Modeling the activity helps set expectations. Individually completing the sentence frame helps the students formulate the answer to the question that was posed at the beginning of the lesson. 

The bar graph serves as a way to document data in a concrete way. Placing post its gives students a chance to move and helps bodily kinesthetic learners.

The large chart is also helpful for visual learners.  This helps the students see the large picture of the class’ answers to the question.  Coloring their own graph helps the students to further analyze the graph in order to make a recreation of it.
Asking questions about the graph gives students an opportunity to analyze the data verbally. In addition, the teacher can assess for understanding of how to interpret data. 
	 REFLECTION
Unfortunately, I had to conclude the lesson at this point. I was very sorry that I wasn’t able to finish the lesson and meet the objectives I had outlined. It was very difficult to try to complete all the activities in under an hour. In the future, I may extend the time allotted to the lesson, modify the “into”, or teach the lesson over a two day period in order to prevent this problem. My master teacher was unable to find a time to be able to allow me to conclude the lesson on another day, so I am unable to reflect on teaching the rest..
