	MODIFICATIONS FOR ELs
· The lesson has built in modifications such as the use of images to show what a wigwam is and how it is made.
· Students who need extra assistance will be given a partner and a handout with images to help assist in their understanding of the “take a stand” activity.

· Visuals help bring the content to life and help the student make sense of the content when the vocabulary is new to them.
· This will allow for scaffolding in order to facilitate learning when they are not yet able to comprehend only verbal directions.

	INTO
 
 •Review previous material

•State objectives

Remind the students what they have learned about the Wampanoag so far. Review who they are, and remind students that they were the Native American people at the first Thanksgiving. Ask them to remember their lesson called Wampanoag or Glendoran, and what they experienced.  Tell them that today we will learn more about life as a Wampanoag and see what they lived in.
Have students picture where they live in their heads. Then, students will perform a quick tea party share and tell a partner about where they live.
Next, tell the students that they will be learning what Wampanoag people lived in by reading a slideshow and viewing pictures. We will see what they lived in, and learn how they built their homes. At the end of the lesson, they will even build their own mini wigwams!

	RATIONALE

 
· This introduction allows students to quickly self reflect on what they already know about the topic and introduces the new concepts they will be learning.
· This helps the students link the content to their own lives. It allows them to learn more about their classmates and where they live as well. It will serve as a point in contrast when they see what a Wampanoag person lived in.
· This gives students a quick view of the lesson overall and tells them what they will learn and be able to do as a result of the lesson. This helps the students to know what is expected of them and lowers the affective filter.

	THROUGH
 •Present new material

•Guided practice

Present slideshow. As the slideshow is presented, the students will think-pair share about different aspects to facilitate understanding and reflection. Students will repeat new vocabulary such as wigwam as well by practicing chorally.

Next, the students will play “take a stand”. The teacher will give true or false statements such as, “The Wampanoag people used natural materials like tree bark to make a wigwam” and ask students to stand if they agree or sit if they disagree. They will continue with a few more questions such as, “Stand if you would like to live in a wigwam”, “Wampanoag people could go to the store to get materials for building”, and “Wigwams were only built by men”. 
	RATIONALE

 
· The slideshow is very visual and highlights the content well. Having students reflect keeps them engaged and allows the teacher to quickly assess conversation to see if any re-teaching or clarification is necessary.  Choral reading allows for practice without making students read out loud alone.
· This allows the teacher to assess the students understanding of the content and gives them a chance to get out of their chairs and demonstrate their understanding. It does not require reading and writing, and is therefore well adapted for EL students and struggling readers.

 • Independent practice

Next, review the steps to creating a wigwam one step at a time. Model each step, and monitor student progress. Students will follow along and use their materials to create mini wigwams. 
When their wigwam is complete, they will each share their creation with a partner and state one thing they learned about Wampanoag people.

	RATIONALE

 
· Modeling each step helps the students see how to contrast their wigwam. Progress is monitored and students are assisted when needs arise. The teacher will guide and assist the students continually to scaffold and support knowledge and comprehension. 

· Sharing their creation provides closure while allowing every student a chance to proudly show what they created. Sharing their creation and appreciating another peers creation allows them to see differences in their final products and reflect and discuss what they learned.
