 •Review previous material

•State objectives

Ask the students if there are any rules for what you eat on Thanksgiving. Do you have to eat turkey? Or can you eat other foods? Does everyone have to celebrate Thanksgiving in the same way?  What did their family eat on Thanksgiving? 
Students will discuss their ideas in their groups. They will follow the class rules for group discussion in order to keep

Tell the students that today the class will be reading a book called Duck for Turkey Day to learn more about how different people celebrate Thanksgiving in different ways. After reading the book, they will have a pretend Thanksgiving potluck in our groups and share the dishes with our friends.

	RATIONALE

 
This introduces the concept of the book and the lesson. These questions allow students to begin exploring these topics and think about these subjects and topics.

Discussion allows students to share ideas, practice verbal skills, and learn more from each other. Following the specifically outlined class rules and regulations for discussion prevents arguments and helps keeps groups focused and organized. 

This gives the students a brief overview of the lesson which helps them comprehend the objective.

 •Present new material

The teacher will read the book aloud to the students.  They will stop periodically for the teacher to check for understanding and comprehension of the text.
After reading, the class will discuss the book and all of the different ways the students had celebrated Thanksgiving.
Next, ask the students to think of one food their family served on Thanksgiving or another food their family likes to eat a lot that the class may have never had before. 
 
	RATIONALE

 
Checking for understanding and comprehension through questioning allows the teacher to quickly assess the class and re-teach If necessary.

A quick review of the important aspects of the book allows the class to review concepts and clarify any confusion or question.

This prepares the students to complete the next activity and serves as a quick brainstorming session.

 • Independent practice

•Review periodically


Tell them that they will now be creating their dish for the potluck! 
Give each student a paper plate and a writing template. On the plate, they will draw a special food their family enjoys or eat at their Thanksgiving meal. Then, they will write a sentence about what the food is called and why they enjoy it. 
When they are done, each group will have a chance to present their dish to their group. They will show their plate and explain the food.
 Then, they will place their plate and description on the circle shaped piece of paper on the wall that represents their group’s potluck table. Each group will do a gallery walk to visit the other potluck tables and see their dishes. They will use sticky notes to write kind comments for their classmates and attach it to their potluck tables or dishes.
 If time permits, quickly gather the students together and discuss the benefits of being able to share so many different and new foods with each other. Briefly discuss that families enjoy all different foods in America, and how great that is!

	RATIONALE

 
This activity allows the students to share a special family food with the class. Students practice their writing skills and are given the opportunity to choose a special food their family enjoys and share it with the class. 

Sharing their food allows the students to see the diversity of their classmates and celebrate their differences. Discussing the different foods shows the students that every family is different.

Allowing the opportunity to visit the other group’s work and see more examples of foods shows further diversity. Placing sticky notes with comments keeps students focused on the task and allows a chance for informal writing. It also further facilitates the celebration of a diverse population and active reflection.

Gathering the students together helps bring closure to the lesson and helps the students see the significance of the lesson.
