	Step-by-Step Anticipatory Set/Orientation

The formal into will take place the previous day, when students read a chapter in their textbook about position. They will learn the definition and practice using it in context.
This lesson will begin by reviewing the word “position”. Students will be asked to recall what they learned yesterday. 

We will then play a quick game. The students will be shown a slide with multiple-choice answers to define the word position. We will read the choices aloud. Then, students will give a “secret answer” to show which they think is the correct definition.  


	


THROUGH

	Step-by-Step Modeling/Presentation of the Objective
  Next, students will be shown a picture on the SmartBoard. The teacher will ask the students to use words to describe where various objects are in relation to other objects. The teacher will explain that these words help describe an objects position in space.
 


BEYOND

	Independent Practice/Summative Assessment of Each Student’s Performance 
Finally, the students will be given a paper to begin a bubble map. The teacher will lead the class to begin filling in the bubble map. The teacher will guide the students in finding multiple words related to position.  

Once they have found a few words, the teacher will challenge the students to think of at least five more words for their map. They will work with a partner and come up with five more words. They will circle these words in a red crayon to signal that they did these independently. The teacher will check their work and give feedback when they are finished. 


Reflection:

The lesson was a good follow up to the previous day. At first the students were a bit confused, but I was able to clear up their confusion quickly. The students thought they were supposed to describe what objects looked like at first, but giving them a few “fill in the blank sentences” such as, “The pencil is ________ the desk” (on) really helped! I’m glad that I thought of this to re-direct them. They quickly caught on to the idea after this! The students all stayed very on task during the lesson and came up with many words for the word map! I gave a few hints when they seemed stumped such as, “The park is not inside but _______” (outside) to help get them going again. Everyone participated wonderfully. I also picked a few sticks to keep everyone paying attention and thinking of ideas. The students were enthusiastic and seemed to have fun during the lesson as well. Although it wasn’t as fancy and interactive as some of my lessons, it was still fun and successful( 
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
