	Step-by-Step Anticipatory Set/Orientation

Begin the lesson by telling students that they will be learning a lesson about nouns. Ask the students if they knew that there are two different kinds of nouns. 
Use the Google Slideshow to explain what common and proper nouns are. 



THROUGH

	Step-by-Step Modeling/Presentation of the Objective
After explaining the difference between common and proper nouns, tell the students that they will be playing a game to practice what they just learned. 
Tell students this is a new game called Stand Up/Sit Down.  Have all students push their chairs away from their desk and face their chair towards the board. To signal “yes” they will stand up. To signal “no”, they will sit down. After each slide, everyone will be begin sitting again so each student can see. Practice the first slide together, then continue in the same manner.  
Move onto the “bonus round”. Demonstrate how to set up the whiteboard using the board in the front of the room. Guide the students during the bonus round and check for understanding throughout the activity. 


BEYOND

	Independent Practice/Summative Assessment of Each Student’s Performance 
Then, have all students face their desk once again. Explain how the booklet project will work. First, students will be given a sheet of paper with common and proper nouns to cut out. They will cut them and sort them into a “proper noun” category and a common noun category. When they are done, they will raise their hand. The teacher will then check their work and re-teach if needed. When students have the correct answers, they will be given a booklet. They will glue their nouns onto the proper spaces and color and decorate their booklet. 


Reflection:

This lesson was really fun to teach! The into games went great. I had planned on having the students stay close to their desks during stand up/sit down, but many moves their chair to the center of the room.  This ended up working well, so I went with their idea( As I anticipated, the students caught onto the idea of stand up/sit down, so it was great to have the “bonus round”. It added an element of challenge and stretched their thinking.  The students seemed excited, motivated, and engaged during the entire lesson. The final activity was a good closure method as well.  It gave me one final chance to assess each student individually. Almost every student was able to correctly place their nouns in the correct category their first try.  Giving them a small booklet to take home also gives them a chance to share what they learned with their families and practice at home. This lesson was enjoyable for my students and I found it fun too! The format is something I will certainly consider using in the future. 
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
