	Step-by-Step Anticipatory Set/Orientation

Remind the students that they have a test tomorrow about plants, and that they completed a study guide to study with yesterday. Tell the students that right they should still study tonight, but now, they are going to help each other study.  Let the students know that they will play two new study games that they have never played before. It will be fun, but they must put on their listening ears so they know how each game works. 



THROUGH

	Step-by-Step Modeling/Presentation of the Objective
The teacher will tell the students that the first game is called “conga line”! The teacher will ask six students to volunteer and help demonstrate how to play.  

Each student will be handed an index card with a question on one side (in black) and an answer on the other (in green). The students will form two lines facing one another. One line will be named “a” and the other “b”.  Line a will be told to hold up their card with the question facing their partner. The partner in line b will read the question,  if they need help reading their partner can help them. Line b will give an answer, and line a will tell their partner if they are correct. If they are not correct, they will tell them the correct answer. Then, line b will follow the same steps. Once each partner has had a turn, they will place their hands above their head to signal they are done. 

When everyone is done, the teacher will call, “switch”. At this time, each pair of students will trade cards. Then, line b will shift one partner to the right. t\The person closest to the whiteboard in line ‘b” will go back to he beginning of line b. 
After having the small group model, the teacher will invite the rest of the class up by table. As students join the line, they will be given a card.
The teacher will monitor and guide this activity for approximately 8-10 minutes before dismissing students back to their tables. 




BEYOND

	Independent Practice/Summative Assessment of Each Student’s Performance 
When students are back at their seats, the teacher will explain that for the next activity, they will be creating study questions for each other with a partner. Each group will get two pieces of paper. On one paper, they will write a question. For an example the teacher will use, “Which direction do roots grow?”. On the second piece of paper, the teach will write “down”.  When they are done, students will be told to stand behind their chair quietly. 
After explaining, the teacher will hand out paper to each group. The teacher will circulate the room and guide as students create their questions and answers.

Once all groups are standing, the teacher will begin dismissing students to line up at the door.

The teacher will lead the students outside. Half of the class will form one line, and the other half will face them. The teacher will explain that they will now have a snowball fight! Everyone will crumple their paper up and throw it. The rules are: they must not throw the paper too far; they must not hit anyone with the paper; they must keep picking up “snowballs” and throwing them until they hear the bell. 

After about a minute the teacher will ring the bell. The students will be instructed to each find one snowball and hold it. When they have found one, they will line up at the door.

Once students are inside, the teacher will lead them onto the carpet. The students will be told to open their snowball, and read what is inside. They must then go around the room looking for the matching question or answer to their paper. When they are done, they will freeze and hold their hands in the air. The teacher will assist and monitor as students work. 
Once everyone is outside the carpet the teacher will invite them back to the carpet to form a large circle (standing next to their partner). Each team will read their question and answer aloud. The class will respond with a thumbs up if they think they are a correct match.

Reflection:


Although this lesson was noisy, I think it was a great way to have the students study. They conga line went wonderfully. There was not an even number of students, so one student worked by themselves with a few cards at a nearby desk. This modification worked well. I heard great conversation during the activity.

 
The snowball fight was a bit chaotic. One thing I would change is to remember to tell the students that they cannot copy my example. About three groups wrote the same example I did. Thankfully I caught this before we began and I challenged them to write another question.  One group had a hard time and I gave them a card from the conga line activity, which worked well. My master teacher mentioned that the students got very loud during the outdoor snowball fight and they were close to the classrooms.  Next time I will move them farther onto the playground. I also forgot to bring the bell outside, which would have been helpful. The lesson could use a bit of modifying and continuing to perfect the way it works, but I think it includes a lot of interactive strategies that I would like to include in future lessons. 
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
