	Step-by-Step Anticipatory Set/Orientation

The teacher will begin by telling the students that by the end of this lesson, they will have written a Halloween riddle using adjectives. The teacher will explain that they will first learn about adjectives by watching a fun video and playing a game, and then they will begin writing their riddles.

After giving a quick lesson overview, the teacher will ask the class if they know what an adjective is. After collecting a few ideas, the teacher will reveal the slideshow giving the definition of an adjective (a describing word).  The teacher will give a few examples of adjectives as well. 
Next, the students will watch a short musical video about adjectives. 


THROUGH

	Step-by-Step Modeling/Presentation of the Objective
After watching the video, they will play an adjective game. They will use their whiteboards to decide if each word on the slideshow is an adjective or not. They will write a large Y on their whiteboard for yes and a large N for no.
After putting their white boards away, the teacher will model how to create a Halloween costume riddle. The teacher will explain that they must use two adjectives in the riddle. They will use the example of a cat costume. The teacher will explain that the riddle will have five sentences that will each give a different clue to what the costume is.  As they write the riddle as a class, the teacher will model and incorporate adjectives into the riddle.

The teacher will also explain that they will be writing a rough draft of their riddle first. Everyone will receive a list of adjectives that they may want to add to their riddle. They can use the ideas on the list if they would like to, or they may choose other adjectives. When they are done, their draft will be corrected.  After their draft is corrected, they will type it on the computer.



BEYOND

	Independent Practice/Summative Assessment of Each Student’s Performance 
After modeling, the teacher will pass out the adjective lists and rough draft paper. The teacher will circulate the room and assist students as needed. As students finish their drafts and get them corrected, the teacher will show students how to type their riddles onto the computer.  Students will then share their completed riddle with a friend.

Refection:


This lesson was quite fun! The students really enjoyed playing the adjective game. I didn’t expect them to enjoy it so much, but it was a big hit! They did great with it. I was really able to asses learning with is as well. The only minor issue was a few students yelling out, “this is so fun!” Which I took as a compliment (

The video is something I may modify in the future. It is a little long, and I think it may be better suited to an older grade level. However, I do like the idea of incorporating musical videos into lessons. 


As the students were writing, I was pleased to see the creativity they used. The students were able to incorporated adjectives into their poems easily. The project was motivating because it related to their lives and interests as well. I think this lesson is something that could be modified to a lot of different grade levels, and it is something I would like to revisit in the future. 
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
